Bandera began to look for ways to
help Marshfield students validate
these key technology skills.

SOLUTION

Bandera herself was not only a
certified Instructional Technology
teacher, but also a Microsoft Office
Master Certified Instructor, and was
familiar with MOS certification, so
she looked into a grant from the
Marshfield Education Foundation.
She wrote a proposal and received
a grant of $2,500 for the first year,
which was enough to fund MOS
certification and preparation tools
from Certiport, the exclusive provider
of the MOS certification program.

Marshfield became a Certiport
Authorized Testing Center and began
to offer MOS exams. When it came
time to receive funding again the

next year, Bandera provided all of
the statistics for her students’ success
and she won the grant again.
